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INTRODUCTION

The full-scale invasion of Russian Federation shifted the focus of Ukraine on
defending the country. Nevertheless, the authorities of Ukraine are closely
working with the international community on the recovery of the country,
but also on the promotion and protection of minorities in Ukraine.

Representatives of the Roma community appreciate the efforts of the
Government of Ukraine with regard to promoting equality, inclusion and
participation of communities. Meanwhile, the Roma representatives are
advocating for an improved consideration of their community in general
mainstream policies, but also for advanced policies targeting Roma, e.g. the
Roma Strategy.

It is of particular importance to promote a positive narrative about Roma,
and embrace them as an integral part of Ukraine. First steps have been set in
this regard, but in a country fighting back an aggressor and in times when
negative stories spread fast via social media, it is of utmost importance that
politics and society consider vulnerable minorities such as Roma an integral
part of the country.

Roma consider themselves an integral part of Ukraine which is demonstrated
by the large number of Roma fighting in the Ukrainian Armed Forces and by
other activities of Roma in Ukraine supporting the fight against the
aggressor. The conference and this policy paper also contribute to
advancing Ukraine and to defying Russian propaganda about Ukraine.



INTRODUCTION

This policy paper has been prepared for the International Conference
"Recognition of Roma an Integral Part of Society of Ukraine” taking place on
14 June 2023 in Berlin. It has been developed by several Roma civil society
organisations from Ukraine under the lead of ARCA "Youth Agency for
Advocacy of Roma Culture”.

The main purposes of the paper are to inform about the position of Roma
civil society on all relevant issues concerning Roma in Ukraine, to provide
recommendations and to offer cooperation to the authorities of Ukraine and
to the International Community in advancing systemic and sustainable
policies.

The paper considered current political processes in Ukraine such as the
development of the Concept of the State Targeted National and Cultural
Program “Unity in Diversity” for the period up to 2034 or the Recovery Plan
of Ukraine. In addition, the prospects of Ukraine’s accession to the European
Union and the European Union Strategic Framework for Roma on Equality,
Integration and Participation 2020-2030 inspired the document.



SUMMARY OF RECOMMENDATIONS

General Recommendations to the Authorities of Ukraine

« Policies in all relevant fields and at all levels should take into account
the rights and interests of Roma. They shall go beyond promoting social
inclusion and recognise the need to combat antigypsyism, the root
cause of social exclusion and discrimination in all relevant policies.

« Policies shall facilitate the participation of Roma in decision-making
processes and structures.

« Authorities shall conduct a needs assessment in close cooperation with
Roma civil society, taking into account the situation caused by the full-
scale invasion of Russian Federation, in order to substantially inform
developments of respective evidence-based policies.

This brief overview of the situation now and prior to the large-scale invasion
of the Russian Federation shall also inform policy-making and decision-
makers, but cannot replace the need for a comprehensive needs
assessment.

General

According to unofficial estimates, the number of Roma in Ukraine is
between 200,000 and 400,000, in contrast to the official 2001 census, which
put the number of Roma in Ukraine at 47,587.

The Roma community in Ukraine is very heterogeneous. Life in a particular
area depends on the history of the particular territory/region, and the
relationship between the majority population and the minority, the
language used in the area, and urban or rural conditions. Local conditions
and situations also influence the human rights issues faced by Roma in a
particular area or region.

The situation after the start of the full-scale invasion

The full-scale invasion of the Russian Federation on 24 February 2022 has
also had a major impact on Roma in Ukraine, just like any other people.
However, their vulnerability may mean that they, like other vulnerable
groups, could suffer more from the effects of war.

However, the aggressive war and extermination war of the Russian
Federation has also led to the fact that most Roma feel obliged to defend
Ukraine and support the fight against the Russian Federation. Many fight for
their homeland, Ukraine. According to Roma organisations, many Roma

have volunteered and are fighting against the Russian aggressors.

Many Roma from the relatively peaceful western regions of Ukraine are
fighting on the front lines in eastern Ukraine. Roma also support the fight
against the aggressors in many other ways. For example, the Roma-run NGO
“Chirikli” distributes humanitarian aid, especially daily hot meals to people in
need, both Roma and non-Roma, e.g. in Kharkiv, Odesa or other cities.

This strong support to Ukraine has to be appreciated in particular in light of
widespread antigypsyism, discrimination and social exclusion in the past.

This phenomenon of unconditional support to Ukraine also could be found
among other minorities in Ukraine. Russian aggression has led to the
unification of minorities with the Ukrainian majority, not to a split in society.

This process should be further strengthened and we must ensure its
sustainability for the post-war period. Overall, society doesn't receive
sufficient information about the contribution of Roma in defending the
country against the Russian aggression, despite some public positive
statements of authorities and institutions such as the Ministry of Defence, or
positive media reports. Further work is needed to promote a more positive
narrative about Roma and to fully embrace them as an integral part of
Ukraine.

However, threats and obstacles for the Roma still remain. Some
representatives of radical right-wing groups which also have joined the
Ukrainian Armed Forces and have therefore some public support and access
to public platforms spread anti-Roma rhetoric and hate speech.

Unfortunately, since February 2022, violent attacks on Roma took place,
especially in western Ukraine, which should be investigated by the relevant
authorities. Other Roma experienced discrimination during evacuations,
when settling at new locations as IDPs or while trying to flee the country.

Many systemic problems Roma faced in Ukraine prior to the large-scale
invasion, (see below) have been exacerbated first by Covid-19 and then by
the war with Russian Federation.

The problem of lack of documents has become more acute. In addition to
the usual problems with identity documents, there are now obstacles to
receiving compensation for damaged housing and assistance in its
restoration due to the absence of documents confirming ownership.

Education of Roma children became an even greater challenge, since first
due to Covid-19 and now due to the war many children cannot participate
in schooling, e.g., since many are excluded from online participation due to
the lack of technical devices or appropriate housing which would allow for
home-schooling. Interventions are necessary to avoid losing a whole
generation without proper education.

A large number of Roma became internally displaced persons and refugees
who require special attention. According to the study “The Situation of
Roma Displaced Persons in Wartime”, the vast majority of Roma have an IDP
status and receive social benefits. Most often, they receive monthly targeted
assistance to displaced persons. In addition, Roma IDPs need additional
assistance in the form of money, food, clothing and footwear, search for
housing, medicines and personal hygiene products, as well as legal advice
and support in the preparation of documents.

The lack of documents and possible rejection from non-Roma to include in
housing schemes are obstacles which have to be taken into account by
national and international organisations involved in reconstruction.

Among Roma IDPs, for only 34% of households, the permanent job of one
of the members is a source of income, and in general, it is the main source
for only 27%. On the other hand, 65% name social assistance and payments
from the state (except for pensions) as one of the sources, and 47% call it
the main source.

Situation of Roma prior to the full-scale invasion of the Russian Federation

Roma in Ukraine face the same problems as all Roma in Europe. Widespread
antigypsyism has led in the years prior to the full-scale invasion to several
acts of violence, primarily from right-wing extremists against Roma. The
responsible authorities didn't always investigate and prosecute these crimes
with due consistency.

In the western regions of Ukraine, there were several right-wing extremists’
racist attacks on Roma, particularly in 2018 and 2019. On 23 June 2018, a
group of men armed with knives stormed a Roma tent camp. They attacked
the people and murdered David Popp, a 24-year-old man, and wounded
four other people, including a ten-year-old boy. In this case, according to
the ERRC, the police responded appropriately and eight people were
arrested.

Overall, centuries of antigypsyism have led to discrimination and social
exclusion. A large proportion of Roma are unemployed, many remain
without vocational training, the living conditions of many are very poor, and
discrimination in education, health care and labour market is commonplace.

At a forum in May 2021, Liudmyla Denisova, the then Ukrainian Parliament’s
Commissioner for Human Rights, summarised discrimination against Roma
in Ukraine as follows:

1.Inability to obtain transfer measures, including support for people with
low income (especially those who do not have IDs).

2.Inhibited access to health services

3.Neglect of the specific needs of children in the school system, especially
since many children do not know Ukrainian or the Ukrainian alphabet
when they start school.

4.Discrimination on the labour market due to their ethnicity

5.Insufficient information from the authorities about their rights as
Ukrainian citizens

A fundamental problem is that many Roma still do not have all the
necessary documents (i.e. birth certificates and IDs), which creates various
obstacles from enrolling in schools to fleeing the country after the
aggression of Russian Federation started.

Many Roma live in segregated districts or neighbourhoods. Often, these
neighbourhoods are characterised by substandard houses and lack of basic
infrastructure. Often residents do not have property rights and can be
evicted at any time.

Many Roma children do not attend school. Overall, Roma have a lower
enrolment and a lower attainment rate in education. Since the early 2000s,
there has been a significant decline in the level of education.

In many cases the lack of documents prevented children from attending
schools. Children are often sent to special schools or special classes for
children with disabilities, or to segregated classes for Roma only, where their
curriculum is usually poorer.

An example of segregation took place at the end of April 2022. The city
administration of Uzhhorod in western Ukraine was convicted by a court of
second instance. A Romani woman had filed a complaint against the fact
that her child was forced to attend a segregated school only with other
Roma children, which had poorer equipment and taught fewer courses. The
mother filed a complaint against the segregation because she wanted the
best possible education for her child. The court has ruled in her favour in the
second instance.

As a consequence of poorer education opportunities, many Roma are
unqualified and unemployed. They are often engaged in seasonal or grey
market jobs.

On the other hand, there are many successful Roma with good education
and professions who do not hide their identity either. There are elected
Roma city councillors, lawyers, musicians, craftsmen etc.

Current government policy

The main document that defines the state policy of Ukraine in the field of
ensuring the rights and interests of Roma is the Roma Strategy (adopted in
July 2021), which is designed to last until 2030 (Roma Strategy 2030). It
identifies the following strategic directions:

1) statistical information and data,
2) employment and recruitment,
3) social protection,
4)
5) access to quality education,
6) access to healthcare services,
)
)

legal protection and combating discrimination,

7) improvement of housing and living conditions quality,
8) Roma culture, history, art, language.

In fact, the process of its implementation has not begun, in particular
because of the full-scale invasion of Russian Federation. Thus, on 19 April
2022, the Interagency Working Group on Coordination of the Roma Strategy
2030 was established, but no meetings have been held so far. And the
Action Plan for the implementation of the Roma Strategy 2030 has not yet
been adopted.

At the same time, the Roma Strategy 2030 is one of the basic policy
documents to be implemented within the framework of the Recovery Plan
of Ukraine, in particular in the areas of Human Rights and Culture and
Information Policy.

Pursuant to the European Commission’s requirements for Ukraine to join

the European Union, the Verkhovna Rada adopted the Law of Ukraine “On
National Minorities (Communities) of Ukraine” on 13 December 2022, which
comes into force on 01 July 2023.

This Law is in line with Ukraine’s international legal obligations in the area of
European integration, but the law should make more extensive use of
recommendations of the Venice Commission, e.g., with regard to
participation of minorities.

Another component of meeting the requirements of the European
Commission was the Concept of the State Targeted National and Cultural
Program “Unity in Diversity” approved by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine
in April 2023. It is expected to facilitate the implementation of the Law of
Ukraine “On National Minorities (Communities) of Ukraine” and the
introduction of effective Action Plans for the implementation of the Roma
Strategy 2030.

Also, the Recovery Plan of Ukraine opens up opportunities to address
specifically the needs of Roma and to include them in proposed programs
and activities. The proposed goals and activities are highly appreciated, but
overall have to go beyond cultural affirmation and development.

Explicitly the chapter “Ethnic Affairs and Religion” refers to Roma and other
communities and includes amongst others important goals such as “Citizens
of Ukraine, regardless of religious or ethnic identity, are recognized and felt
an integral part of Ukrainian society” or “To form unifying narratives and
practices that promote the practical implementation of the principle of
unity in diversity in post-war conditions”. However, the fight against
antigypsyism, the specific form of racism towards Roma as a precondition of
achieving these goals has to be strengthened more in this context.

Obviously, all of these documents and strategies should be synchronised
and, most importantly, implemented, including through the development of
local action plans, the involvement of Roma communities in their
development and implementation, and the availability of funding.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The issue of ensuring the rights of Roma in Ukraine should become one of
the priorities of Ukraine’s state policy. A comprehensive assessment of the
needs of the Roma community is urgently needed, taking into account the
negative consequences of the large-scale invasion of the Russian Federation
in February 2022.

Based on the results of the information collected, it is necessary not only to
immediately organise humanitarian assistance to Ukrainian Roma but also to
include Roma in all relevant mainstream policies and to modify the current
Strategy to bring it in line with the requirements of the European Union and
to urgently develop an Action Plan for the implementation of the Roma
Strategy for the war-time period

Depending on the outcome of the needs assessment, we can assume that
urgent issues such as better access to education, assistance to IDPs, or
access to documents have to be dealt as a priority. This Action Plan should
be developed with the widest possible involvement of representatives of
the Roma minority, as well as Roma and pro-Roma experts and activists.

The next step should be the development of regional plans, taking into
account the specifics of individual regions with compact Roma populations,
in particular in Zakarpattia, Odesa, Kyiv, Dnipro, Kharkiv, Cherkasy, and
Poltava regions. At the same time, it is necessary to ensure that the regional
and local authorities receive technical and financial assistance from the
central level and that comprehensive monitoring will take place. Therefore,
the central budget has to allocate sufficient financial resources.
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CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

However, Ukraine needs technical and financial assistance from the
European Union and individual countries. This assistance which should
cover a wide range of issues should be extended to the government and
the authorities in general, but also to civil society.

Recommendations

The Government of Ukraine should allocate funding and actively look
for financial contributions from the international community.

The relevant state institutions should be adequately staffed and
equipped to pursue in cooperation with the Roma civil society the
implementation of the policies. They should thereby make use of good
practices from other countries.
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CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

« Roma civil society organisations should play a meaningful role in
decision-making processes at the state and local levels, in particular, in
matters directly related to the community and the implementation of
the Roma Strategy.

« The Roma Strategy should envisage the activation and involvement of
Roma civil society organisations in decision-making, as well as the
development of such organisations and their support. Both the
authorities and civil society should regularly ~monitor the
implementation of the Strategy.

Recommendations to the International Community

« The international community should support the efforts to promote a
positive narrative about Roma and appreciate the contribution of Roma
to the defense of Ukraine.

o The International community should support the Government of
Ukraine and provide technical and financial assistance for Roma-related
policies and measures.

« The international community should support the Roma civil society and
provide technical and financial assistance.

« Countries supporting the implementation of the Recovery Plan for

Ukraine should ensure that the rights and interests of Ukrainian Roma
are fully considered.
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CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

All relevant programs in the framework of the accession process of
Ukraine to the European Union should address the situation of Roma
too.

International organisations involved in reconstruction should take into
account the lack of documents to prove ownership and possible
rejection from non-Roma to include Roma in housing schemes as
obstacles when planning and implementing their respective activities.

The relevant programs for IDPs and returnees should pay specific
attention to Roma IDPs.

Host countries of Roma refugees from Ukraine should develop
assistance programs for Roma refugees, offer language and training
courses and ensure school attendance of children.

Humanitarian organisations and volunteer groups should fully adhere
to a rights-based approach in their work.

Humanitarian organisations and volunteer groups should provide
regular training for their members on non-discrimination and the
specifics of working with the Roma community. Codes of conduct of
these organisations and groups should include the condemnation of
any form of expression of antigypsyism.
